Minutes of a Special General Meeting of the Australian Laser Class Association Inc held at Georges River 16ft Sailing Club on September 10, 2010 at 4pm.

Present: Colin Cain (NSW) Sean Homan (SA) James Mitchell (Vic)
Chair: ALCA vice-chairman Colin Cain took the chair, in accordance with Rule 27(1)

Proxies: James Mitchell advised he held a proxy from  Nick Zachariadu (Tas), Sean Homan one from Gary Martin (NT) and Colin Cain one from Lyndall Patterson (Qld) and another from Thor Schoenhoff (WA).
This meeting had been adjourned from one week prior, September 3, when insufficient members attended to constitute a quorum. As three members were present in person today 30 minutes after the appointed time the chairman declared that a quorum had been formed under Rule 26(6).   

Business: The meeting was convened to consider the following Special Resolution:
THAT the rules of the Association be amended by the deletion of existing rule 41(3) and its replacement by the following new rule 41(3):

(3) The championships will be held at such place or places within Australia and at such times as the executive committee may determine.  The executive committee may, with the consent of the District association(s) conducting the relevant championships, decide to hold any of the constituent championships, including but not limited to the Australian Laser Masters Championship, separately from any of the others. 

The motion to accept the Special Resolution was put by Colin Cain and seconded by James Mitchell. 

NSW, Victoria, South Australia, Queensland, Tasmania and the Northern Territory all voted in favour. 

Western Australia had lodged a proxy directing the chairman of the meeting to vote against the motion but the chairman advised that vote was unable to be counted as WA has so far not paid its 2009/10 dues. 

The motion was passed (6 votes in favour, 1 invalid) and the meeting closed at 4.50pm
